All the sentences above denote an action
in the Present.

When an action is in process or it
happens everyday, it is said to be in
Simple Present.

An action in process but not complete is
Present Continuous.

An action, which is complete, and its
effect still continues is in Present Perfect.



When an action is in process since a point
of time or for a period of time, it is in
Present Perfect Continuous.
